1. Environnental Protection Agency (EPA) Authority to Issue
Part 71 Permits Pursuant to Title V of the Clean Ar Act
(CAA)

On July 1, 1996 (61 Federal Register (FR) 34202), EPA
adopt ed regul ations codified at 40 Code of Federal
Regul ations (CFR) Part 71 setting forth the procedures and
terms under which the Agency woul d adm ni ster a Federal
Operating Permts Program These regul ati ons were updat ed
on February 19, 1999 (64 FR 8247) to incorporate EPA s
approach for issuing Federal operating permts to covered
stationary sources in Indian country.

As described in 40 CFR 71.4(a), EPA wi Il inplenent a
part 71 programin areas where a State, local, or triba
agency has not devel oped an approved part 70 program
Unlike States, Indian Tribes are not required to devel op
Qperating Permts Prograns, though EPA encourages Tribes to
do so. See, e.g., Indian Tribes: Ar Quality Planning and
Managenent (63 FR 7253, February 12, 1998) (al so known as
the “Tribal Authority Rule”). Therefore, wthin Indian
country, EPA will adm nister and enforce a part 71 Federal
Operating Permts Programfor stationary sources unti
Tri bes receive approval to administer their own Operating
Perm ts Prograns.

The EPA recogni zes that, in sone cases, sources of air
pollution located in Indian country are subject to fewer
requi renents than simlar sources |ocated on | and under the
jurisdiction of a State or local air pollution control
agency. To address this regulatory gap, EPAis in the
process of devel opi ng national regulatory prograns for
preconstruction review of major sources in nonattai nnment
areas and of m nor sources in both attainnment and
nonattai nnment areas. These prograns wll establish, where
appropriate, control requirenents for sources that would be
incorporated into part 71 permts. To establish additional
applicabl e, federally-enforceable emssion limts, EPA
Regional O fices will, as necessary and appropri ate,
pronul gate Federal |Inplementation Plans (FIP) that wll



establish Federal requirenents for sources in specific
areas. The EPA will establish priorities for its direct
Federal inplenentation activities by addressing as its

hi ghest priority the nost serious threats to public health
and the environnment in Indian country that are not otherw se
bei ng adequately addressed. EPA believes that this facility
IS presently not creating a serious air problemthat needs
attention. Therefore, a FIP is not necessary at this tine.
Further, EPA encourages and will work closely with al

Tribes wshing to develop Tribal Inplenentation Plans (TIP)
for approval under the Tribal Authority Rule. The EPA
intends that its Federal regulations created through a FIP
will apply only in those situations in which a Tribe does
not have an approved TIP.

a. Geogr aphi cal boundaries: The reservation is located in
north central New Mexico, in Rio Arriba and Sandoval
Counties near the state border with Col orado. The
reservation’ s geography ranges from 6,400 feet above
sea level in high desert to over 10,600 feet above sea
| evel in rugged nountains. The reservation contains
numer ous | akes and twenty maj or watersheds. The only
town, Dulce, is located in the northern portion of the
reservation.

b. Hi story: “The Jicarillas were one of six southern
At hapascan groups which m grated out of Canada sonetine
bet ween A.D. 1300 and 1500. Their traditional American
Sout hwest homel and covered nore than 50 mllion acres
spreadi ng across the central and eastern regi on of
nort hern New Mexi co and adj oi ni ng portions of southern
Col orado and western Okl ahoma. The Jicarillas
preserved much of their fundanental Athapascan culture
after settling in the Sout hwest, but gradually adopted
sone of the cultural traits of their aboriginal



nei ghbors fromthe Plains and the Upper R o G ande.

The Tribe s sovereign rights are vested in the Tri bal
Council, which serves as the |egislative body, and an
executive branch, which is headed by a president and
vice president. The Tribe has created and funds an

i ndependent Tribal court of general jurisdiction. The
Jicarilla s were the first tribe in the United States
to acquire and operate their own oil and gas production

conpany.”

Sel ection process of tribal |eaders: Tribal nmenbers 18
and ol der vote in a general election every four years
in July. The legislative powers of the Jicarilla
Apache Tribe shall be exercised by the Tribal Council,
which shall hold its sessions at the seat of the tri bal
governnment. The tribal council shall consist of eight
menbers, elected at |arge fromthe nenbership of the
Jicarilla Apache Tribe. A primary election to sel ect
candi dates for the offices of president and vice
president shall be held at | east 30 days before each
general election of the tribe at which the office of
presi dent and vice president are to be voted on.

General elections for the Ofices of President and Vice
President shall be held every four (4) years on the
second Saturday follow ng National |ndependence Day.

Local air quality and attai nnent status: The
reservation is in a CAA attai nnment area. The
Jicarilla s reservation is |l ocated within the Four
Corners region, which is characterized as a rural area
with oil and gas production but no heavy industry.
Generally, this area is considered to have good air
quality despite a lack of quantitative data. Wth the
devel opnment of energy reserves, resulting in em ssions
of SO2, TSP, and NOx, the Jicarilla Apache Tribe is
seriously concerned about the inplication of change for
its land, environment, and people. Therefore,
requested funding has primarily provided the tribe with
support to develop an air nonitoring network.
Currently, the Tribe maintains three PMLO nonitors and
IS now preparing an Em ssion Inventory for tribal

| ands.

C. Description of Operations and Products

El Paso Field Services, with Standard I ndustria
Classification code 4922, is a natural gas conpressor
station consisting of inlet separation, natural gas
dehydration and gas. It is expected that the source
keep records of the serial nunbers, and any change in
serial nunmber for each em ssion unit should be
reflected in the report.

d. Permitting and/ or Construction History

The Lindrith Conpressor Station is owned and operated
by EIl Paso Field Services. This is the initial TV
permt for the facility. This source is subject to the
provi sions of EPA permt NM 1644M1 and is required to
obtain a Clean Air Act Title V Permit to Operate in
accordance with Part 71 of Title 40 of the Code of
Federal Regul ati ons.

The facility was initially constructed in 1957. In
1995 EPA Region 6 issued permt NM 1644 to renove

exi sting reciprocating engines at the facility and
install three newer units and decrease the capacity of
the gl ycol dehydrator, this resulted in an em ssions
decrease for all pollutants. [In 1997, the permt was
nodi fied to increase the horsepower of the three

engi nes and increase the capacity of the glycol
dehydrator, this project resulted in an increase of
em ssi ons, however, the source renained a mnor source
after the nodification.

A permt application was received on Cctober 4, 1999,



requesting a Part 71 Operating Permt.
e. Potential to Em't

Table 1 includes the potential to emt data provided by
El Paso Field Services. Potential to emt means the
maxi mum capacity of El Paso Field Services, Lindrith
Conpressor Station to emit any air pollutant under its
physi cal or operational design. Any physical or
operational limtation on the capacity of El Paso Field
Services to emt an air pollutant, including air

pol lution control equi pment and restrictions on hours
of operations or on the type or amount of materi al
conbusted, stored, or processed, may be treated as part
of its design if the limtation is enforceable by EPA
Potential to Emt is neant to be a worst case eni ssions
cal cul ation.

The conpany has provided the Regi on with annual

esti mtes of actual enmissions for all regul ated

pol lutants for fee paynent purposes. The conpany mnust
continue to submt annual estinmates of actual em ssions
for all regulated pollutants as part of the requirenent
to pay an annual fee (see section 5.1 of the permt).
The EPA will review this submttal for accuracy.

Em ssion Units and Em ssion Generating Activities

Part 71 allows sources to separately list in the perm:t
application units or activities that qualify as
“insignificant” based on potential em ssions bel ow 2
tpy for all regulated pollutants that are not listed as
HAPs under Section 112(b) and bel ow 1000 pounds/year or
the de mninus | evel established under Section 112(g),
whi chever is lower, for HAPs. Units that qualify as
“insignificant” for the purposes of the part 71
application are in no way exenpt from applicable

requi renents or any requirenents of the part 71 permt.

At Lindrith Conpressor Station, the foll ow ng em ssion
units are insignificant based on their cal cul ated

em ssion rates - Methanol storage tanks (2) 4200-gallon
capacity (200 I bs/yr nethanol).

El Paso Field Services, Lindrith Conpressor Station
provided in their application the information contained
in Table 2. Al emssion units at this facility,

except for the two Methanol storage tanks are
identified in Table 2.

Em ssion units considered insignificant based on their
size and are listed in Table 5-1 of the application.

El Paso Field Services perforns, or may performin the
future certain activities which are exenpt fromthe
operating permt regul ati ons under section
71.5(c)(11)(i). These units need not be included in
the application, but are listed here for informational
pur poses: nobile sources, air conditioning units or
ventilating units used for human confort that do not
exhaust air pollutants from any manufacturing or other
i ndustrial process, heating units used for human
confort, non-comrercial food preparation, consuner use
of office equi pment and products, janitorial services
and consumer use of janitorial products, internal
conbusti on engi nes used for |andscapi ng purposes.



EPFS perforns, or may performother activities (not
listed above) for which the em ssions are non-
guantifiable and, thus, insignificant. 1In support of
t hese assertion, these activities are included in
Federal |y approved insignificant activities list from
the state operating permt prograns of Arizona, New
Mexi co, and Texas. These activities are listed in
Table 5-2 of the application. Also included in Table
5-2 are activities that may be considered “trivi al
activities”.

of the fuel flow consunption of each unit.

Addi ti onal Requirenents to be Inplenented in the Future
Activities Under the Perm't

To minimze the likelihood of adverse inpacts to al
speci es protected under the Endangered Species Act, EPA
Region 6 will ensure that any construction activities
undertaken by the facility occur outside the general
mgratory bird nesting season of March through August, or
t hat areas proposed for construction during the nesting
season be surveyed, and if necessary be avoi ded until
nesting is conplete. The known popul ati on of Pecos
sunfl owers nearest to the subject facility is near G ants,
New Mexico. Construction to the existing facility is
unlikely to affect the Pecos sunflower due to its distance
fromthe Conpressor Station

At this time, the facility is not required to obtain a
construction permt. |If future construction activities
under the CAA results in Federal actions, EPA wl|
reinitiate consultation with the Fish and Wldlife Service.

a. Thr eat ened, Endangered, and Candi date Species, and
Speci es of Concern in Rio Arriba County

The Fish and Wldlife stated that the Mgratory Bird
Treaty Act (MBTA) provides a year-round no hunting season
for non-gane birds and prohibits the taking of mgratory
birds, nests, and eggs, except as permitted. To mninze
the likelihood of adverse inpacts to all birds protected
under the MBTA, the EPA, Region 6 will ensure that any
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construction activities undertaken by the facility occur
outside the general mgratory bird nesting season of March
t hrough August, or that areas proposed for construction
during the nesting season be surveyed, and if necessary be
avoi ded until nesting is conplete.

Below is a table that includes the species identified
as Threatened, Endangered, and Candi date Species, and
Speci es of concern for Rio Arriba, Sandovol, San Juan, and
McKinley Counties. EPA is requesting the U S. Fish and
Wldlife Service's concurrence on the findings that the
i ssuance of the EIl Paso Field Services Lindrith Conpressor
Station Title V Air Control permt is not likely to affect
any of the species listed on the basis that this is an
existing facility and no new em ssions are being authori zed.
