In addition, the United States plans to 
play a leadership role in moving the 
Partnership forward and advancing the key 
outcomes of the Methane to Markets 
Partnership Expo, the premier international 
forum for promoting methane recovery and 
use project opportunities and technologies. 
In particular, the United States will be 
working with government and private sec­
tor partners to bring to fruition the more 
than 50 project opportunities featured at 
the Expo in Beijing, China.
