Evaluation Criteria 
The Government will award one purchase order resulting from this combined synopsis/solicitation to the responsible offeror whose conforms to the Statement of Work (SOW) and is most advantageous to the Government, cost or price and other factors considered.  Evaluation factors are listed in descending levels of importance.

The Project Plan shall address the following evaluation factors, against which they will be evaluated:

I.  Technical Expertise and Experience

The offeror shall identify existing and in-progress standards related to improved cook stoves used in developing countries; draft proposed voluntary fuel efficiency, emissions and safety performance standards for improved cook stoves for public comment; and convene a well-attended workshop of key international stakeholder organization and subject matter experts from the public and private sectors to refine and come to consensus to both the proposed voluntary standards and any actions that might be undertaken to promote their use and adoption.
II. Proposed Staffing

The offerors shall propose an appropriate mix and balance of education and training for team members (includes resumes) which demonstrated experience and expertise with projects similar in scope, dollar value, workload, duration, and complexity to the Statement of Work.

When identifying individuals assigned to the project, specify which of labor categories the identified individual belongs.  The offeror will be responsible for bidding the number of any other labor categories, e.g. non-professional, administrative, etc.  No estimated of this type of labor will be provided.
III. Past Performance
Offerors shall demonstrate past experience developing performance standards, preferably for use in developing countries, including ability to communicate technical information in an easy to understand format; and ability to arrange and facilitate stakeholder workshops to achieve consensus on voluntary performance standards.
IV. Cost/Price
Offerors shall submit fixed price type quote.  The fixed price should include the cost/price elements: A cost breakdown of labor hours, categories and direct costs, and supporting cost/price for each of the tasks identified in the statement of work (SOW).  The number of labor categories proposed is at the vendor’s discretion
