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Environmental Results under EPA Assistance Agreements

1. PURPOSE.

This Order establishes Environmental Protection AgéBEBA) policy for @dressing
environmental results under EPA assistanceeageats, including grants and coopea
agreenents.

2. BACKGROUND.

The missio of EPA is ¢ protet human halth and he envionment. Tdelp cary out its

mission, EPAawardsapproximéely one-hal of its budjet anmally in assistace ageemets to

State, Tribal, locafjlovernment, educational institution, and non-profit partners. Goal 5 of

EPA’s Grants Management Plan (GMP), “Suppdentifying aad Achieving Environmental
Outcomes,” explicitly recagzes the importance of linking assistance agrents to the

Agencys performance goals and lndes specific objectives to ensure that assistanmeemgnt
solicitations, work plans, and decision memoranda discuss anticipated environmental results and
how they will be meased.

Goal 5 was developed, in part, to address criticism of EPA iforgféao consider, at the pre-

award stage, how proposed assistagreements will contribute to achieving thgencys

strategic goals. Foxample, in 2001, the Government Accountabilityi€2f concluded that

EPA progams trated theAgenq’s strate goak under te Govenment Pdormane Results

Act (GPRA as a arical bol for ategoizing grants aftefunds hd been wardedas opposito

a guide for selecting whichrants to award. Inualit reports issued in 2002 and 2003, the Office

of the Inspector Geeral found that mangf the work plans it reviewed focused on short-term
procedural results and/or lacked otgted environmental outcomes. The Office of

Management and Budghas expressed similar concerns in its Program Assessment Rating Tool
reviews of EPA grant progms. Further, in hearings befdhe House Transportation and
InfrastructureCommittee and Senate Environment and Public Works Committee, Congress has
guestioned whether Agengyants are achievingnvironmental benefits for the taxgay
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This Order is intended to implement GMP Goal 5 objectivesnsyring that EPA assistance
agreements areselts-oriented and aligned with the Aggiscstrategc goals.

3. EFFECTIVE DATE.

Except as may be spied below, this Order applies to all non-competitive funding
packages/funding remmendations submitted to the Grants Management Officeslafteary
1, 2005, all competitive assistance agreemestsdtieg from competitive funding
announcements issued after Jandar3005, ang@ompetitive funding announcements issued
afterJanuary 1, 2005.

4. POLICY.

It is EPA policy, to the maimum extent pacticdle, to: 1)link propsed asstance greenents
to the Agencis Strategic Plan/GPRA architecture; 2) ensurédhgputs and outcomese
appropriatelyaddressed in assistance agrert competitive funding announcements, work
plans and performance reports; and@)sider how the results from completed assistance
agreenent projets contibute to theAgeng’s progammatic gals and bjectives.

5. DEFINITIONS.

a. The term “outcome” means the resulteetfior consequence that will occur froarrgingout
an environmental program or activttyat is related to an environmental or programmaiat gr
objective. Outcones maype envionmental behavioal, he#th-relaed or pogramnatic in
nature must be quaitative and maynot necesarilybe achigablewithin an assistance
agreement funding ped.

b. The term‘output” means aenvironnental atvity, effort, and/orassocited workproducts
related to an environmental goal or objectivet ti#l be produced or provided over a period of
time or bya specied date Outputs myabequantitéive or gualitativebut must beneasurble
during an assistance agneent funding period.

6. COMPETITIVE FUNDING ANNOUNCEMENTS.

a. Section | of all competitive fundiremnouncements for assistancesagrents must (1)
describe the linkage between therk intended to be accomplishedder the assistance
agreenent and BPA'’s Straegic Pla/GPRAArchitecture, an@2) contain a concise discussion of
anyexpectedutputsandoutcomes

b. All competitive funding announcements for assistanmseatents must include ranking
criteria for evaluating the appliets plan for tracking and measuriitg progress toward
achieving the gpected otputs and otcomes idntifiedin Section of the annoncement
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c. All competitive funding announcements for assistagoeeanents issued aftéanuary 1,
2006, must include ranking criteria for evding the applicant’s past performance ipading
on outputs and outcomes.

d. EPA’s Gants Comgtition Advocate myissue sut guidance as mabenecessy to
implementthe reqirementsof this Setion, including guidanceon the evimation ofapplicants
under paragraph c. that lack past peformance hstory.

7. ASSISTANCE AGREEMENT WORK PLANS.

a. Program offices, in negotiatiag assistance agreement kvplan, must ensure that the work
plan contains well-defined outputs and, to the maximum extent practicable, well-defined
outcomes. For State and Tribal assistanceesgents under 40 C.F.R. Part 35, Subparts A and
B, progam offices maysatisfythis requrement ly ensuringcompliarce with 40C.F.R.

§835.107 (State and local government work glansl 35.501Tribal work plans).

b. Prior to approving an assistanceeggnent work plan, program offeenust ensure that they
can link the workplan to EPA’s Strategic Plan/GPRA architectsireguired by Sé¢ion 8 of
this Order.

c. Appendix A of this Order provides guidance on outputs and outcomes and Waklnglans
to EPA’s Strategic Plan/GPRA architecture.

8. ASSISTANCE AGREEMENT FUNDING PACKAGES.

a. Program offices must include in the fundingkaae/funding remmmendation for a proposed
assistane agrement a dscripton of how he progam/progct fits wthin the Agencys Stratgic
Plan/GPRA echitedure. Thedescripion must idetify all applicable EPA strategic gosji(
objective(s), and where available, sub-ohye(s),consistat with theappropiate Program
Results Code(s).

b. The description must also contain an assurance from thepraodfice that: (1) it has
reviewed the assistance agment work plan; and (2) the work plan meets theirements of
Section 7(a) of this Order.

c. Except for State and Tribal assistanceagents under 40 C.F.R. Part StibpartsA and B,
award officials must include in assistancesaggnents the applicable term and condition on
recipient perfomancereportirg spedied in Appendix B & this Orcer, or aprogran-speciic
term andconditionapprove bythe Direstor of the Office of Grants and Dearment
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9. RECIPIENT PERFORMANCE REPORTING AND EPA REVIEW.

a. Program offices must assure that interim and firébymeance reports submitted by
recipients under 40 C.F.R. 8830.51 and 30and, interim and final construction and non-
construction grant performanoeports submitted by rggents under 8831.40 and 31.50 (i.e.,
Monitoring and ReportingrogramPerformance and Closeout, respectiyelgequeely address
progress in achieving egpd-upon outputs and outcomes. This includes ensuring that
performance reports provide distactory explanation of whgutcomes or outputs were not
achieved.

b. For State and Tribal programagts under 40 C.F.R. Part 35, Subparts A and B, progra
offices maysatisfy the requiraents of this Sectioby ensuringcompliance with 40 C.F.R. 88
35.115 and 35.51&valuation of Performance).

c. Program offices must reviewcigient performance reports to determine thibethe recipient
achieved the outputs and outcomes contained in the assistaeement work plan and
document this review in the official project file.

10. ADVANCED MONITORING.

In conducting advaced monitoring under EPA Order 5700.6 (PoboyCompliance, Review
and Monitoring), program offisemust assess the recipiergiegres in acheving tre outputs
and outcomes set forth in the assistanceeageat work plan. In @ordance with guidance
issued by the Dird¢or of the Grants Administration Division, program offices must record the
results of this assessment in the Grantee Compliance Database.

11. REVIEW AND REPORTING OF RESULTS INFORMATION.

a. Program offices must report on sigrafit results information from completed assistance
agreements throughperting processes establishedthg National Program Manager

b. National Program Managemust report significant results information from completed
assistance agreements ag pathe Agencis Annual Report process and in their internal
evaluaibn systems.

c. The Office of Grants and Barment will convene an Agenayide work group in Fiscal Yea
2005 to examine existing EPA systems for collectesyits information from assistance
agreements and identifyays to better integte those systems. This Oraell be revised as
appropriate to reflect the results of the worbup. Pending completion of the work group
processprogam offiees must r&in, at aninimum, paer copés of firal perbrmancereports
from competed asistanceagreenents.
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12. OFFICE OF GRANTS AND DEBARMENT REVIEWS.

The Office of Grants and Detmaent will assess compliance with the requirements of this Order
throughits Compréensive @ants Maagemat Revievs.

13. COMPLIANCE WITH THE FEDERAL GRANT AND COOPERATIVE
AGREEMENT ACT AND THE PAPERWORK REDUCTION ACT.

a. Nothing in this Order authorizes EPA to treat assistameeragnts like contracts. Under the
Federal Grant and Cooperativerdgment Act, and associated EPA Order 5700.Ipriheipal
purpose bany proposedEPA assistance ageement must be, unless otherwise provided by

statute, to support a recipient in camgyout a public purpose authorized ByA’s statutory
authorities, as opposed to providing goods or servicabkdatdirect benefit or use of EPA or the
Fedeal Govenment.

b. When implementing this Order, EPA officials must commly the applicable provisions of
the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995.

14. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES.

a. Program offices and National Prag) Managers must ensure that: (1) cditipe funding
announcements, work plans, funding paés#iyinding recommendations, and perforneanc
reports comply with the gaiirements of this Ordeand (2) that the results of assistance
agreements areviewed and reported in accordangith the requirements of this Order.

b. Grants Management Officedllweturn funding packages/fundimgcommendations that do
not meet the requirements of sections 8(a) and (thioOrder.

c. Award officials are responsible fiocluding in assistance agreemtgethe applicable term and
condition described in section 8(c) of this Order.

d. The Director, Grants Administration Division, will issue guidance for the ube @rantee
Compliance Database under Section 10 of this Order.

e. The Director, Office of @Gnts and Debarment, will chair the Agg+wide wok group under
Section 11(c) of this Order.

15. WAIVERS.

a. In response to reaie submitted by approval officials, the &itor, Office of Grants and
Debarmat, maygrant ndividualor classvaiversfrom the mn-stattory requirenents of tis
Order, except for requirements under Section 6yevbempliance would be impracticable or
otherwi® not in theoublic inteest.
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b. Inresponsé¢o requsts submitté by approvaofficials, EPA’'s Gant Compgtion Advocate
maygrant ndividualor classvaiversfrom the ankingcriteria desdbed in Setton 6 of ths
Order if the Program officea0 demonstrate that such criteria are inajppate for a particular
competition or program.

16. SUPERSESSION AND REVIEW.

This Order supersedes Grants Polgsuance 04-02, fiterim Policy on Environmental
Results.” The Offce of Gants and Bbarmat will review this Oder within two years ofits
effective date, taking into agant the findings of the work group established urgkstion
11(c).
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APPENDIX A
GUIDANCE ON COMPLYING WITH EPA ORDER 5700.7
Introduction

Each fiscal gar, EPA awards, on aveeg@4 billion in assistance agreements (including
grantsand cooprativeagreenents), wer halfthe Agecys budget. This @inding epresats a
key mechaism by which EPA’s national progm managers, in partnership with States, local
governments, Indianribes, educational institutions, and non-profit organizations, deliver
environnental potectionto the pubt. Assisance ageemets covera wide aray of activties,
including support for authorized and delegateshpams, clean water andearinking water
infrastructure, Superfund clean-upsearch and development, and educatiegoublic on the
Agencys voluntary progams. EPA has an obligation to manage its assistgneeraents for
results in furtherance of the fiveas in the Agencyg Strategic Plan.

Congress, the Government Accountabiitifice and the Office of Mamg@ment and
Budget (OMB) havexpressed concerns that EPA assistancesaggrts are not results-oriented
and aligned with tle Agemry's stratgic goals and bjectives. EPA Orér 57007 addreses these
concens in two wgs. First, it equiresEPA assistace progams to faus not ont onoutputs
(i.e., the activities and/or associated work productpedd or conducted kgn assistance
agreement recipient durirtige funding period), but also on outcomes (i.e., the resultsiefte
consequences of a recipient’'sidties). Second, it requires program offices to link proposed
assistance agreements to theeAgy’s Stratgic Plan/Government Performance and Results Act
(GPRA) Architectue and onsider low the results of conpleted asistanceagreenents
contribute to the achievement of the Aggaanission.

The purpose of this Appendix is to provide guidance to progréioesin implementing
the Order. The Order affes the assistance agreement psscstarting from the issuance of
competitive funding announcements to program dfi ce review o fi nal pefformarce repats. It
also afécts howePA repots on the @sults fom compléed assistnce ageemets. Further it
prescribes a term and condition on perforneameporting which must be included in assistance
agreements, if applicable.

A. Understanding the Strategic Plan/GPRA Architecture

EPA’s2003 Strategic Plasets out 5 Ileg-tem goals ér the ngt 5 years. Eal of these
five goals is supported kyseries of objectives and sub-objectives that ide@tsypreciselns
possible, what environmental outcomes or results the Agagels to achieve within a defined
time frame using resources expected tovadlable. The objectives and sub-objectives
established in EPA's Strategic Plan are path®f'GPRA architecture" that is used to measure
the Agencys progess in meting itsstrategc goak.
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As noted hove, EPAassistane agrements fud a brod rang of acivities designed ¢
help achieve the Agensystrategic goals. Some of theséwaiies will produce results that have
a direct, quantitative or immediate impact on the environment. Others mgliaje results that
are best expressed in terms other than environmentalehdngevaluatingroposed assistance
agreements, it is therefore important favjpct officers to understand the purpose and natiure
the activty being funded andits relatonship to,and rolen furtheing, the Agerty's stratgic
goals. This understanding can provide ihsmn the types of outputs and outcomes that ar
appropriate for a particular assistaageeement work plan.

As an initial matter, project officers should work closelth EPA strategic planning and
performance results staff within their respes program offices to develop a ate
understading ofprogran priorities and howhese a refleted in tke Stratgic PlaiGPRA
Architecture. There areraimber of resources available to help progéficers understand the
Strategic Plan/GPRA Architecture. These include the EPA §icd®an itself, National
Progran Guidane, Regbnal Plansthe Progam Projet Desciption Bodk and a Sttegic
Plan/Program Results Code Crosswalk.

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In addition to these resourcesghlming in Januar005, the electronic Funding
Recommendation of the Integed Grant Managementssgm will include enhancements linked
to EPA’'s PRC budjet arclitecture which pragram ofices may use tdelp determine the linkage
of proposed assistance agramts to the Strategic Plan/GPRA Architecture. This will ensure
that the Strategic Plan linkage and PRC(s) for a propassistance agreement aoasistent.

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B. Outputs and Outcomes - General Principles

Section 5 of the Order defines “outcome” #&"“result, effect or consequerthat will occur from
carrying out an environmental program a@tigity that is related to an environmtal or programmatic goal
or objetive. Outomes maye envionmental behavioal, heéth-relaed or pogramnatic in naure, mus
be quantitative, and mayot necessarily bachievable within an assistanceesgnent funding period.”

Section 5 of the Order defines “output” as “@vieonmental activity, etirt, and/or
associated work products related to an environmeagdland objective, that will be produced or provided
over a period of time or by specified date. Outputs miag quantitative or qualitative but must be
measurable during an assistangeeament funding period.” @puts reflect the products and services
provided by the m@pient, but do not, by themselves, meashesprogrammatic or environmental results of
an assistace ageemenh

There are two major pes of outcomes - end outcomes and intermediate outcomes. End outcon
are thedesiredend or ulimate results of a poject @ progam. Theyepresent reslis that lad to
environnental/pilic hedth improvenent. A clange inwater gality and resltant chage in luman heldh
or environmental impacts are examples of end outcomes.

Intermediateoutcomesre outomes thati@ expeted to led to end otcomes btiare not
themselves “ends.” Given that the end outcomes of an assisgeegnent marot occur until after the
assistance agreement fundpeyiod, intermediate outcomes realized during the funglenigpd are an
important way to measuprFogress in achieving end outcand-or example, for an air pollution program
assistane agrement, eductiors in pollution emissionsnaybe viewe as an irdrmedide outcone to
measure progress toward rtieg or contributing to end outcomes of improved ambient air quaadity
reduced mortalityrom air pollution.

While the @der ppmotes owtome-oiented wak plans,it also reognize that in cgain insances,
the nature of the activityself may necssitate the use of outputs. For example, some basic research
programs maype limited to reporting directlgn outputs, such as the conclusions reached, andiohig
able to identify outcomes.

The relationship between outputs and outcomes is illustratdeeldgllowing example.

I.  Assistance agreement for an outreach program to building code officials on radon-
resistant building techniques: Outputs would include development of a model building code
manual ad trainirg sessins on the beefits ofradon-esistant onstrucion. Intermedate
outcomes would be the enactment of local building codes arattin@ construction of radon-
resistant houses. This would contribute to an end outcome of improved indoor air @esity
Final Audit Report: Surveys, Studiesyéstigations and Special Purpose Grants, Report
Numbe 20@®-P-0005 & pag Six.

Section 6 bthe Orar reqgires pr@ram ofices to &plain in canpetitivefundingannounements
how proposed assistance agreeaisavill be aligned with EPA’s strategic de@and objectives and the
results anticipated by thegg&ncy Specific requirements for competitive funding anneaments include:

1. A description in Section | of the announaent of the linkage between the work to be
accomplished and EPA’s Strategic Plan/GPRA Architecturegeile possible, down to the sub-
objective level);

S A concise discussion in Section | of the ann@ment of the expected outcomes/outputs to be
accomplished under the agmeent; and

S Rankingcriteria for ewaluatingan appliant’s plan for tracking and measung its pogress
toward achieving the expected outcomes/outputs identified in Seafdhd announcement.

These requirements apty competitive funding announcements issued after Jaayua605

The Order also requires competitive fundarmnouncements to include ranking criteaa f
evaluaing an pplicants past pgormarce in rgportingon outputs iad outcoms. Theseriteria should
focus on a applicat’s past prformance in fling timdy progress and fial techical reprts that dequatly
document the achievement of expected outputs and outcomes or sailigiqbdain whythe expected
outputs ad outcoms were ot achieed. Oraharily, an appltant will be evalated basd on its pst
performarce in reporting an ouputs ard oucomesunder previous Fedeaal assstance ggreements. If
applicants do not hae such pst perbrmancanformaton, theymaybe evalated on pst perfemancen
reportirg on outpits and owtomes uner prevous non-Ederalassistane agrements.

The Order delag/the effective date of this requirement until JandaB006, to allow potential
applicantstime to develop a relevant record of pastfpenance if one does not currendyist. EPA’s
Grants Cpetition Advocatewill issue giidanceon how to ealuateapplicants that hae no pas
performance history

D. Outputs and Outcomes in Assistance Agreement Workplans (Section 7)

Section 7 bthe Orar directs progam offices, wha negoiating asistanceagreenent worlplans, to
ensure that the workplans contain not omgfl-defined outputs, but also, to the maximum extent
practicable, well-defined outcomes. This psxcis already rpiired for State and Tribal workplans under
40 C.F.R. Pa 35 Subpds A and B and Sefion 7 exteds it to othetypes of asistanceagreenents.

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For State and Tribal programagts under 40 C.F.R. Part 35 Subparts A and B, Section 9
incorporates existing regulatoryquirements for evaluating acngient’s success in achievingragd-upon
outputs and outcomes (see 40 C.F.R. 88 35.115 and 35.515). These requirements joritidealuation
of recipient performance lijie recipient and EPA that provides, among other thingiscassiorof
accomplishments measured against work plan commitments.

In reviewingperformance reports, projectioffrs should recognize that it miag difficult for
recipients, in some cases, to demonstrate that their assistaeemeants have achievedegd-upon
outcomes. For example, there niylong lag times before the emrimental results of an assistance
agreement become apeat. Similarly, even whie desired results are observed, it hayhard to link
those results to the assistance agreement due to the whpaternal variables (e.g., activities of other
agencies or individuals).

H. Reporting of Results Information (Section 11)

The Order does not define ‘signifrdaresult. While it is reasonable to assume that a result from an
assistance agreement demonstratimpange in environmental or public lieaondition is significant, the
term is réative to he ciraimstance affeting it. Pogramnatic outpts, intemediate atcomes ppublic
health impacts could all be significant results depending upemwhey oaar in the life span of an effort
to protect and improve the environment and public health.

In collabordion with treir patners, Rgions ad NPMs aralevelopng a sintg coordnated pocess
for establishing regional annual flemance commitments. To complement this process and facilitate th
negotiation between Regions and NPMs, the @ffitthe Chief Financial Officer initiated in JWQP04 an
electronic Annual Commitment System (ACS) which willoetand report the draft tatgeand final
annual performance commitments. Thstesn will capture the smallest number of agreedn measures
and indicators necessaryensure national and regional @aatability for results. The press of
developing and reaching@ement on annual commitments over the courieecdummer allows time for
EPA regons to engge wih Statesrad Tribesbeforedraft @ mmitments bcome ihal in Sepember. This
streamlned proess will replace tle forme Memoranda of Ageemehproces.

Complemeting theACS are ogoingAgeng reportingprocesss and sstems thawill continue to
capturemportantresults imormatian. TheseNPM repoting praessesnvolve, anong othethings
information systems that captuervironmental and programmatic data, includiegults information
produced, in part, through activities funded undsiséance agreements. This might include the
documentation of findings from independent resleg@rojects, input of environmental monitoring data,
milestone tracking on required elements to implement an environmeodgaam, monitoring of source
compliance behavior, etc. The information is usuatitered into the systems tgcipients or by the
Regional Offices. Examples of existing NPM-specific repontiragesses andsgms are STORET (OW'’s
STOrage and RETrieval Sgm), PCS (OECA’s Water Permit Compliance System), and FREDS
(OAR/OAQPS’s Findings and Required Elements Datieby).

Section 11of the Oder esthlishes a Ageng-wide wokgroupto identify ways to betteintegiate
these systems to permit mor&@ént collection of results information from assistanceeaments.
Pending completion of the workgroup presgprogram offices must ensure thaeAgy deision-makers
