Hi Doug,

DWQ monitored the creek as part of the "Jordan River Intensive” monitoring run. Intensive monitoring runs are when DWQ
focuses on a specific watershed and monitors it more frequently in a given time period then it would normally. The Jordan
River Intensive run was driven by the river not meeting its beneficial uses.

Middle Canyon Creek isn't technically in the Jordan River watershed but it was included in the run because it hadn't been
monitored for some time. Based on the monitoring results the creek is meeting its beneficial use and so no further
monitoring was deemed necessary.
