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Tribal Partnerships and Youth Education 
TWP will work with the Wind River Alliance to devel-

op the Youth Council Roundtable and an afterschool 

program for Reservation school students to acquire 

technical watershed knowledge, traditional values 

of water, and leadership skills. A summer youth 

leadership camp will be offered to participants in the 

afterschool program.  An education campaign for 

local stakeholders and decision-makers will focus on 

building a sustained dialogue about the watershed 

and projects within it. The watershed education 

campaign will integrate tribal and non-tribal deci-

sion-makers. TWP will work with the Rosebud Sioux 

Tribe to demonstrate that clean, renewable energy 

can positively impact watershed health.  

Individualized Trainings 
In addition to working with state and tribal organi-

zations, TWP will provide training and assistance to 

individual watershed groups or tribal entities. TWP 

developed a training team that will focus on leader-

ship coaching, sustainable funding, and board devel-

opment. As a member of River Network’s Watershed 

Support Network, TWP will work to ensure River 

Network tools and training are provided to project 

partners. 

A Regional Watershed Roundtable will take place and 

provide project partners an opportunity to 

learn about and discuss emerging national and 

regional issues.
