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SUTTON LANE PLATING SITE DESCRIPTION

The 5.69-acre Site, located at 38-41 Sutton Lane, in Worcester, Massachusetts, consists of a
historic mill complex now containing several parcels under differing ownership. The Site,
containing a variety of commercial industrial buildings and one residential home, is generally flat,
sloping downward toward the Middle River, which borders the Site on the south. Approximately
200 people live within a quarter of a mile from the Site, and approximately 19,000 people live
within a mile of the Site.

From the 1800s to about 1950 the Hopeville Manufacturing Company owned/operated at the
Site. From about 1950 to about 1954, the Site was owned/operated by Wire Corporation, which
may have operated under the name McDonald’s Metal, Inc. Around 1954, the Site was
subdivided into several parcels. Since that time, the Site has been occupied by a series of
businesses, including but not limited to: A.A. Brunell Electroplating Corporation from about
1954 to present; Ryan Ornamental Ironworks from about 1987 to 1998; and Abrasive Blasting
and Coating, Inc. and Advanced Prep Coat, Inc., which currently operate at the Site.

In 2007, EPA conducted Preliminary Assessment/Site Investigation (“PA/SI”), which confirmed
the presence of hazardous substances in surface soils, including, but not limited to arsenic,
cadmium, chromium and lead, which pose a threat to human health and the environment. On July
22,2008, EPA issued an Action Memorandum approving a removal action to address the
contaminants at the Site. From August 2008 to July 2009, EPA performed a removal action at the
Site, which included, among other things, the removal and proper disposal of containers of
hazardous substances, the excavation and proper disposal of contaminated soils, the placement of
a gravel cap over contaminated soils, and the construction of protective fencing.

As of September 30, 2011, EPA had incurred about $1,898,094 in costs associated with the
removal action.
