7) Recordkeeping and reporting requirements are as follows: 
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(a) The company shall maintain a file containing all records and other data that are required 
to be collected pursuant to the various provisions of this operating permit in accordance 
with 25 PA Code Section 129.95, such that the records provide sufficient data and 
calculations to clearly demonstrate that the requirements of PA Code Sections 129.91-4 
are met. The file shall include, but not be limited to records ofthe fuel usage for the 
combustion units (updated monthly/12 month rolling sum); calculations of the entire 
facilities NOx emissions (updated monthly/12 month rolling sum); all air pollution 
control systems performance evaluations and records of calibration checks, adjustments 
and maintenance performed on all equipment which is subject to this Operating Permit. 
All measurements, records and other data required to be maintained by the company 
shall be retained for at least five years following the date on which such measurements, 
records or data are recorded. These records shall be made available to the Department 
upon request.
