LONDITIONS (continued):

3. This Operatung Permut includes Reasonably Available Control Technology (RACT) determinanons, as required
by Tide I provisions of the CAAA, and 25 Pa. Code Sectons 129.91 through 129.95 for the sources listed in
Condinon No. 4.

4. The sources covered by this permut are:

- @ Coanng, saturant, flux No. 1, flux No. 2, sealant asphalt tanks, CVM CD for felt
saturator, monsanto CD for shingle saturator, coaung, filler mixer, backup sealant melter,
felt line saturator (cooling roof vent), and kerosene cleaning outside of sarurators.

b. Boiler deaerator tank vent, No. 2 fuel tank, three (3) waste oil tanks, diesel fuel tank,
carburetor cleaner, parts washers, release agent system, fire pump house boiler, auxihary
fire pump engine, auxiliary plant generator, saturant asphalt heater, tlux asphalt heater,
coating asphalt heater, filler hot o1l heater, steam boilers No. 1 and No. 2, process hot oll
heater, make-up heater, office hot water heater, office heater, shingle coanng and cooling
( 2 vents ), shingle sealant asphalt applicanon, indoor fuginves from open doors, asphalt
for bag seal, labeling ink, white glue usage, brown glue usage, and kerosene cleanir.g
inside of saturators.

3, RACT for the sources cited 1n Condinon No. 4 shall be maintenance and operanon in
accordance with manufacturers specifications and good air pollution control pracuces.

- The VOC emussions from the sources cited in Condiion No. 4 (b) shall individually not exceed
2.7 TPY calculated on a 12-month rolling basis, or 3 pounds per hour, or 15 pounds per day.

8. nit . Recor 1 eport rocedures:

Atlas Roofing shall maintain records in accordance with the minimum recordkeeping requirements of 25 Pa.
Code Sectnon 129.95. At a minimum, this shall include:

a. Sufficient data and calculanons to clearly demonstrate that the requirements of
Condinons 3, 6 and 7 are met.

b. Data or information required to determine compliance with Condinon Nos. 6 and
7 shall be recorded and maintained in a ime frame consistent with the averaging
period of the requirements.

c. Records shall be retained for at least five years and be made available to the Department upon
request.

For
Federal enforcement-purposes the RACT porton of this Operaung Permit shall remain in effect
as part of the Pennsylvania State Implementagon Plan (SIP) untl repealed pursuant to 40 CFR 51
and approved by Unit States Eavironmental Protectuon Agency (EPA).

If, at any ume, the permittee causes, permits or allows any modification (as that term 1s defined

in Chapter 121 of Title 25, the Rules and Regulanons of the Department of Environmental
Protection) of the aforementioned air contamination source(s), the operation and use of which 1s
authorized by this permit, or causes , permits and mows anv modifications, malfuncuon or
removal of any air pollution control device required as a condition of this permit, then and in that

event, this permit shall be suspended, and the permuttee shall not thereafter contnue to operate or
use said air contaminaton source(s).

The aforementioned source(s) may be operated and used only so long as any associated air
polluton control devices are operated and maintained in accordance with the specifications set
forth in the respecuve plan approval and the CT applicanon (as approved by the

Department), and in accordance With any condinon set forth herein.

Atlas Roofing shall not at anyame allow emissions of air contaminants in excess of the
limitanons specified in, or established pursuant to any applicable rule or regulanon conzained in
Arucle III of the Rules and/Regulatons of the Department 6Y, Environmental Protection.

If, at any ume, Department has cause to believe that air contaminant emissions from the
aforemenuoned sources(s) may be 1n excess of the hrmitanons specified 1n, or established pursuant
to, any applicable ruler regulation contained in Arucle III of the Rules and Reguladons of the
Department of Environmental Protection, the company shall be required to conduct whatever
tests are deemed. necessary the Department to determine the actual ermussion rate(s). Such

tesung shall be conducted in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 139 of the Rules and
Regulanons of the Department of Environmental Protecuon, where applicable, and 1n accordance

with any restrictions or limitations established by the Department at such ume as it noufies the
company that tesung required.
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
