RACT for this landfill for coiol of VOC emissions is the installat on an ' operation of 
an active· gas collection syste having at least a 75% collection e cienc and flares 
having at least a 98% destruc ion efficiency for VOC's. (Where V C is nsidered to 
be equal to NMOC). Fulfillm~nt of all requirements of Subpart W s ft.Jl also be a 
condition of meeting RACT. 1

be demonstrated quarterly. All jdemonstrations shall be submitted 3 days fter the end 
of each calendar quarter The c~llection efficiency shall be demonstr ted a :follows : 

Collection Efficiency = the to tail volume of landfill gas com busted i~ the g l plant 
and/or flares divided by the tot~! volume of landfill gas generated. ' 

The total volwne of landfill gas generated will be determined via the EPA 
Emissions Model version 20 or latest by inputting actual waste land lling ~tes and 
actual landfill gas (non-methan organic compounds landfilling-NM C) c 'rcentrations. 

The operating temperature of each enclosed flare shall be continuous y me ~ured and 
recorded. The temperature shali be monitored and maintained at 156 °F o ~he 
minimum temperature achieved during the performance test in which1com !iance with 
the destruction removal efficien y (ORE) requirements was demonsttfited. ;

If requested by the Dep~ment ~~ e company shall perform a stack test in ac ordance 
with the provisions of Chapter 1 9 of the Rules and Regulations of th Dep ent of 
Environmental Protection withi the time specified by the Departmen.

The company shall maint;:tin a file containing all records and other ta that are 
required to be collected pi.rrsuant to the various provisions oft*s op rating 
permit 25 PA Code Secti0n 12995 such that records provide stfticie t data and 
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calculations to clearly demonstrate that the requirements of P A Code Sections 
12991-4 are met. The file shall include but not be limited to: all air pollution 
control systems performance evaluations and records of calibration checks 
adjustments and maintenance performed on all equipment which is subject to 
this Operating Permit. All measurements records and other data required to be 
maintained by the company shall be retained for at least two years following the 
date on which such measurements records or data are recorded. 

(12) The owner/operator Of a facility which the landfill gas is sold to, shall be permitted by 
the Department of Environmental Protection to insure compliance with the 98% 
destruction efficiency of the landfill gas.
