confirm compliance with the emissions in condition 5 above. The Department must

approve the portable gas analyzer.

10. The Company shall maintain records in accordance with the record keeping
requirements of 25 Pa Code Section 129.95 which, at a minimum, shall include:
¯ The number of hours per calendar year that each of the three engines identified in
Condition 5 above is operated.

¯ The amount of fuel used per calendar year in each of the engines identified in
Condition 5 above.
