5. Activity and Use Limitations and Obligations. 

(a) The Property is subject to the following activity and use limitations, which the 
then current owner of the Property, and its tenants, agents, employees and 
other persons under its control, shall abide by: 

(i) In no event shall the Property 01· any part thereof be used for any 
residential purpose including, but not limited to, the following:. 

A, Construction of any structures designed for routine worker 
occupancy without appropriate engineering controls required to 
mitigate vapor intrusion;
