In January 2018, APDC submitted a risk-based PCB cleanup application to EPA for review
and approval for the Port of Albany site.

Site Background

The Port of Albany site, located at 700 Smith Boulevard, Albany, New York, is owned by APDC. The site is
currently vacant and zoned for industrial use. The site was used for rail operations and metal recycling since
1937.
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
