                     

During the past year, many strides have been made in improving IAQ within the district.  I wanted to take this opportunity to update you on these district wide efforts.   In addition to your own school site activities, please share this information with your school site staff and IAQ team.

· Many of the IAQ priorities, based on evaluations at your schools, have been addressed.  

· Over 40 IAQ investigations through out the district have been conducted and remediated.  

· We have conducted a district wide evaluation of our science room ventilation systems at our middle and high schools and made recommendations for improvement.  

· Several of our portable classrooms have been replaced and/or refurbished and more repairs of portables are planned.  

IAQ is an ongoing issue by all involved parties. 

· We are currently developing a program, which will include student involvement at the high school level in IAQ issues.  The student involvement will include conducting visual inspections and conducting IAQ investigations.  It may also involve testing classroom moisture levels, testing temperature, humidity, and carbon dioxide levels, and evaluating resultant data.  Based on this information, priorities can be established and appropriate responses can be made.

· School Site IAQ coordinators need continue working on current Site IAQ priorities and set new ones.  Remember to work with your IAQ team at your school site (made up of parents and staff).   

· As the new school year begins in the Fall of 2003, annual inspections/questionnaires check lists will need to be conducted and evaluated and new priorities set.   Remember, as a part of you TFS tool kit, there are various checklists and visual inspection check lists to be used.

· Take the opportunities to keep your staff, parents and your IAQ team informed on the district’s and your school site’s efforts towards improving our learning environment for our staff and students.  You may want to share some of the activities listed above.

The District will continue to follow-up on any and all indoor air quality issues and take corrective action that may be necessary. The District will continue to place the highest priority on providing and maintaining a safe learning environment for students and employees.  It is through communication and coordinated effort with all participants being actively involved which will allow the District to provide and maintain a safe and effective learning environment.
