Provided below are several sample public notices with text you can edit and modify for your specific needs. Note that when editing text, the graphics box containing the artwork or EPA seal may move out of position. If this happens, just reposition the graphics box within the public notice by clicking on the box and moving it to the correct position.

Also, you may want to copy your selected public notice and paste it to a new document and save that document as a separate file from this document. To copy a public notice, click on the graphics box containing the public notice and then click on the edit menu and select the “Copy”

option. After copying the graphics box, create a blank document and then click on the edit menu and select the “Paste” option. For some of the public notices, you may need to follow the same procedure for copying the artwork contained within the notice. In such cases, click on the graphics box containing the artwork, copy it, and paste it on the new document. After copying the public notice text and artwork to the new document, save the new document, using a new name.
