I PURPOSE

A The Delaware Depaxtment of Natural Resources and Envxmn.menta.l Control
(“DNREC”) and the United States Environmental Protection Agency, Region Il (“Region ™)
enter into this Memorandum of Agreement (“Agrecment”) to define the roles and responsibilities -

“of Region IIT and the DNREC with respect to activities related to Delaware’s Voluntary Cleanup . -
Program conducted under the authority of the Delaware Hazardous Substance Cleanup Act
(“HSCA™), Title 7, Chapter 91 of the Delaware Code (7 Del. C. 91) ‘and to promote the cleanup
and re-unhzauon of contaminated properties. -

B. Regxon It and DNREC beheve the revitalization of exlstmg contammated, or
potentially contaminated, yropemes, mcludmg “Brownfields”, will provide a sngmﬁcant beneﬁt
- to both the envu'onment and the economy of tmpacted local communities. ,

. C.  Tothe extent possible, Region m and DNREC seck to facilitate the ptodmnve
reuse of mdusmal and commercial properties by preventing and eliminating unnecessary
impediments to the investigation, cleanup, financing; transfer and appropriate redevelopment and

~ re-use of these properties, and thereby helping to minimize the development of green space or
pristine open space, to maximize the utilization of existing mfrasuuemre and to prevent the
- creation of newly contammated propemes ' 4 '

- A. Region Il and DNREC enter into this initiative to protect the public heaith and
the environment of those communities impacted by the release of hazardous substances at sites,
including Brownfields, as well as to provide the opportunity for a benefit to those communities,
Both agencies recognize that a key factor to mect these goals is to exercise their authorities and
use their resources to assure appropriate site response aetxons in ways that are mutually '
complementary and are not duplicated.

. B.  Since July 1990, DNREC hé's been addressing sites with releases of hazardous
substan¢es under the Delaware Hazardous Substance Cleanup Act (“HSCA”), 7 Del. C. 91.
HSCA gives DNREC the authority to require potentially responsible parties to investigate and
remediate sites with releases of hazardous substances. In July 1995, DNREC began _
lmplementatlon of the Voluntaxy Cleanup Program through the HSCA amendments whxch enable
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parties who initiate rcquu'ed cleanup of a site to obtam DNREC oversight and a Cemﬁcate of
Complenon of Remedy or a no further action letter under HSCA

C. Region I1I recognizes that Delaware through the unplementanon of HSCA, has
been a leader i in developing and implementing successful strategies to help promote the

-mvesugaﬁon and cleanup of potentxally conmmmated properues

D. - Therefore, Region Il and DNREC seek fo protect human health and the
environment by encouraging the investigation and cleanup of properties in Delaware under the
authonty of HSCA, by implementing the followmg strateg:c goals

1. Encouraging or requiring, as appropnate thc investigation and clean up of sites
‘with releases of hazardous substances under the HSCA program.

2. Promotmg appropnate mvesugauons and cleanups by parttes, mcludmg prospecnve
purchasers and developers, in the HSCA—amended programs;

3. Developmg partnershlps among Region 111, DNREC other state and local
- governmental agencies, and other key stakeholders in Delaware, including
representatives from citizen, community groups and the private sector; and

' 4. Providing necessary information to the key stakeholders in Delaware to allow for
- informed decision-making by property owners, prospective purchasers, lenders,
- public and private developers, citizens, communities, municipalities, countics and -
elected oﬁ'lctals o :

E. " Inorderto accomphsh these goals, Region III intends to assist and support '
DNREC in further developing and expanding the appropriate use of private-party initiated HSCA
cleanups. Similarly, DNREC intends to assist and suoport efforts to promote and mplement o
Region III’s “Brownfields” initiatives. DNREC recognizes Region I as a key partner in the

- ongoing success of state cleanup programs, mcludmg HSCA, and the role of Region Il in

addressing the uncertainty of i mvcsngatmg, remedwtmg, financing, transfemng and redeve!opnng :

A Ptesumptxon of Delaware Lead:

1. DNR.EC gencrally will take the lead and will addtess sites as appropnate under the
HSCA program. If EPA designates a site as “Hngh Risk”, DNREC may also take the lead unless- -
EPA concludes that a federal response is warranted. EPA’s No Federal Interest determination for
EPA-Designated High Risk sites is contingent upon adhetence to the additional requxrements

~ listed in IIIA-Z I]IA-3 and V-E below

2. DNREC agrees to sublmt addmonal repomng to EPA, as deﬁned in Section !V
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: below Reportmg for EPA-Des1gnated High Risk Sxtes

3. DNREC shall certify to Region III when the intended cleanup levels for a'site havg
been achleved pursuant to the terms of 2 Consent Order, Agreement or Enforcement Order

-~ B. No Federal Interest Determination by EPA:

- 1..  Whenasitein Delaware has been investigated or remediated in accordance with
the practices and procedures of HSCA, and (2) DNREC has issued 2 “no actjon” determination
for the site upon reviéw and approval of an investigation report or a response action plan, or (b)
DNREC has issued a “Certificate of Completion of Remedy” for the site under HSCA, then

- Region TII will consider said site of “no federal interest” under the Comprehensive -

Environmental Response Compensation and Liability Act (“CERCLA™). Although nothmg in
this MOA constitutes a release from liability under applicable Federal Law, generally EPA does

~"not intend to take removal or remedial action at sites involved in the HSCA program unless EPA
. determines, after consultation with DNREC, that there is or may be an imminent and substantial -
- endangerment to public health, welfare or the envtronment that is not bemg adequately addressed'

under the State program.

" C. - Cooperation Between Regxon 1T and DNREC: ‘Region III will contmue to

~ work with DNREC to remove any concemns about federal activity under CERCLA so as to

encourage the investigation, cleanup, financing, transfer and appropriate re-development and use

* of industrial and commercial property. In addition, apart from this Agrecment, Region III will
- continue to provide assistance to local and state govetnmiental agenctes in order to facilitate the

revitalization of contaminated or potentially contaminated properties in Delaware. DNREC and
EPA wﬂl work together to dtscourage the creation of new conta:mnated sites in Delaware :

A. On an annual basis, DNREC will report to Region III on the following:
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1. The xdentlﬁcauon of sites bemg addressed under all categories of the HSCA
program; ‘

2. The 1dent1ﬁcauon of sites havmg received Certificates of Completxon of
‘Remedy by DNREC :

3. T’he 1dennﬁcat1on of sites with full or partial completlon in the prevmus

4. The identification of sites for which DNREC has issued no action
determinaﬁons

‘ B On a semx-annual basis for DNREC-lead, EPA—Desxgnated High Risk sites, DNREC
- will provide a description of the work accomplished at these sites during the repomng '
- period, delays or other problems, if any, planned corrective measures and where
" appropriate, a list of the specific site events completed or scheduled. '
- C. Where mutually agreed upon, any reporting requirements set forth in Section A o
or B above may be substituted through electronic access by EPA to the state sxte status
.database in lieu of paper reports. . , :

3. Has adequate resources to ensurc that voluntary response actions are conducted
in an appropriate and umely manner, and that both technical assistance a.nd st:reamlmed
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procedures, where appropriate, are available from DNREC. -

4, Provides'mecharxisnxs for the written apprdval of response action plansanda
certification or similar documentation indicating that the response actions are complete.

5. Provides adequate oversight to ensure that voluntary response actions are. ‘A ‘
conducted in such a manner to assure protection of human health and the environment, as
described above . '

.6 Shows the capability, through enforcement or other autherities, of ensuring
- completion of response actions if the volunteering parties conducting the response actions
fail or refuse to complete the necessary response actions, including Operanon and
' mamtenance or long term momtonng activities.

E. EPA Region III program personnel have vxsnted DNREC’s office to review relevant site’
ﬁles for program compliance to the Six Baseline Criteria for Voluntary Clcanup Programs as -

- proposed by EPA Headquarters. Based on the file review, discussions with EPA’s ORC and
DNREC, it is EPA Region lII’s opinion that DNREC hasoris capable of meeting the Slx '
Basehne Criteria.

F Regxon 111 enters into this Agreement based upon a review of Delaware s eun-ently cxisting -
laws regulations, guidance documents and practices. Delaware agrees to provide Region III with
prompt notice of changes to such laws, regulations and guidance, and practices. EPA, upon
notice to and consultation with DNREC, may amend this Agreement or its participation in this
Agreement in the event it determmes itis apptopnate based on such changes to Delaware C
