The	former	Brodart	manufacturing	and	ware-
house	facility	had	been	used	for	industrial	pur-
poses	for	the	past	ϐive	decades.	The	vacant	struc-
ture	was	in	poor,	deteriorating	condition	and	de-
clared	blighted.		

A	Phase	I	environmental	site	assessment	was	con-
ducted	on	the	site	in	2008	using	funds	from	an	
EPA	Brownϐields	Assessment	Grant.		This	assess-
ment	opened	the	door	to	redevelopment.
