	Synopsis
	The test will verify that a “One-time or Intermittent Events (Non-Production Released)” comment box has been implemented in section 8.8. 

	Prerequisites
	User has access to an RY 2015 reporting form R which contains at one least Section 5 or 6 release.

	Issue Number

	1. Select an RY 2015 TRI reporting form R that contains at least one Section 5 or 6 release and navigate to Section 8.8 (Non-production-related waste managed). This test can be executed in Questionnaire OR Form mode.

If you do not have access to an RY 2015 TRI reporting form, you may create one. For this test, the form must contain at least one reported release in Section 5 or 6. 
	The Section 8.8 Non-Production Related Quantities page is displayed.

The page title in questionnaire mode is “Non-Production Related Quantities.”

The page title in form mode is “Form R Part II, Section 8.8.”

	
	
	

	2. Click the Yes radio button if it is not already selected.
	A table titled “Release, Disposal, or Transfer Description” will be displayed along with a comment box titled “One-time or Intermittent Events (Non-Production Released).”
	
	
	

	3. Type Test Comment in the “One-time or Intermittent Events (Non-Production Released)” comment box 
Navigate to Section 9.1.
	The Section 9.1 page is displayed. In Questionnaire mode it is titled “Miscellaneous Information” and in Form mode it is titled “Section 9.1: Miscellaneous Information.”
	
	
	

	4. Confirm that “Test Comment” is displayed in the “One-time or Intermittent Events (Non-Production Released) text box.

	“Test Comment” is displayed in the “One-time or Intermittent Events (Non-Production Released.
	
	
	

	5. Repeat this test in the application mode not yet tested (i.e. questionnaire or form).
	The accidental release comment entered in the Section 8.8 comment box appears in Section 9.1.

	Comment Required for Checked 8.11/9.1 Topics

	Synopsis
	The test will verify that if users select a Section 8.11 or 9.1 check box, they must provide a comment in the text box for the checked topic before leaving the page. The Section 9.1 “No TRI Reports Expected for this TRIFID Next Year” and “No TRI Reports Expected for this Chemical Next Year” check boxes can be selected and submitted to EPA without an associated comment.

	1. Navigate to Section 9.1 in Questionnaire Mode. If you have just completed the first test in this script, you are already in Section 9.1. If you are in form mode, click the Go to Questionnaire mode to switch to Questionnaire mode.

	The Section 9.1 page is displayed. In Questionnaire mode it is titled “Miscellaneous Information.”
	
	
	

	2. Select all check boxes on the page except “No TRI Reports Expected for this TRIFID Next Year” and “No TRI Report Expected for this Chemical Next Year.” 
Do not enter text in the comment boxes for all selected check boxes.
Click Next.
	A pop-up message is displayed that contains the following text: “Please provide comments for each of the topics you selected.”
	
	
	

	3. Click OK on the pop-up.

	The pop-up closes.
	
	
	

	4. Enter miscellaneous text of your choosing in all of the comment boxes selected in step 2.
Click Next.

	TRI-MEweb allows you to navigate to the “Chemical Form Summary” page.
	
	
	

	5. Click Back to return to Section 9.1.
	Section 9.1 is displayed.
	
	
	

	6. Uncheck all Section 9.1 check boxes.

Select the check boxes for “No TRI Reports Expected for this TRIFID Next Year” and “No TRI Report Expected for this Chemical Next Year.”

Do not enter text in the comment boxes for the selected topics.

Click Next.
	TRI-MEweb allows you to navigate to the “Chemical Form Summary” page.
	
	
	

	7. Click back twice to navigate to Section 8.11.
	Section 8.11 is displayed and is titled “Optional Pollution Prevention Information” in questionnaire mode.
	
	
	

	8. Select all Section 8.11 check boxes.

Click Next.

	9. Click OK to close the pop-up.

Enter miscellaneous text in all Section 8.11 comment boxes.

	Nonylphenol Added to Chemical List

	Synopsis
	This test will verify that the chemical Nonylphenol has been added to the TRI chemical list for RY 2015.

	Prerequisites
	A user with a CDX account has logged into the TRI-MEweb application and is on the “Select a Form” page.




	Processing Steps
	Expected Results

	Issue Number

	1. Click the +Add Form button on the “Select a Form” page.
	The “Add New Chemical Forms” page is displayed.
	
	
	

	2. Enter “Nonylphenol” in the “Chemical Name” field.
Click the Search button.
	“Nonylphenol (N530)” is displayed in the chemical list.

Note that “Nonylphenol (N530)” will not appear in your chemical list if you already have a form for this chemical category for the selected reporting year. To complete this test you will have to remove the existing Nonylphenol form before re-adding it.
	
	
	

	3. Remove “Nonylphenol” from the “Chemical Name” field and enter “N530” in the “CAS Number” field.
Click the Search button.
	“Nonylphenol (N530) is displayed” in the chemical list.”

Additional free-form testing can be completed by searching for the newly added chemical category when preparing forms for reporting years besides RY 2015. The Nonylphenol chemical category should ONLY appear in the chemical list for RY 2015.
