The conditions at the Gold King Mine Release present an endangerment to human health 
and the environment and meet the criteria for initiating a removal action under 40 CFR 
section 300.415(b)(2). All activities directed by EPA's On-Scene Coordinator must remain 
consistent with The National Oil and Hazardous Substances Pollution Contingency Plan (40 
CFR 300). 

Background 

On August 5, 2015, an EPA team working to investigate and address contamination at the 
Gold King Mine in San Juan County, Colorado, unexpectedly triggered a large release of 
mine waste water into the upper portions of Cement Creek which is a tributary to the 
Animas River. Estimates are that the release contained approximately three million 
gallons of water that was held behind unconsolidated debris near an abandoned mine 
portal. 

The large pulse of water dissipated later that day. The adit is still discharging lower flows 
into Cement Creek. EPA is rebuilding settling ponds to treat these flows. EPA will treat 
the mine water diverted to the ponds with caustic soda and flocculent once the ponds are 
built. 

Objectives 

This TO is separate from the Removal work to track the costs incurred. The purpose of this 
documentation/legal work is to:
