Failing to distinguish between metals and metal category compounds. A number of chemical compound categories are

subject to reporting (e.g., copper compounds). When reporting for one of these chemical categories, all individual

members of a category that are manufactured, processed, or otherwise used must be counted. Further, the parent metal

TRIAL (e.g., coppen) i listed separately from the category (e.g., copper compounds). Individually listed toxic chemicals are
Reporm subject to their own, individual threshold screenings. Therefore, the chemical activity threshold screenings
nd Instructions manufacturing, processing, and otherwise use are performed separately for the metal and the metal category compound.

However, if your facility exceeds thresholds for both the parent metal and compounds of the same metal, EPA allows you
to file one combined report (e.g., one report for copper compounds, including copper) because the release information
‘you will report in connection with metal category compounds will be the total pounds of the parent metal released. If
file one combined report, you should put the name of the metal category compound on the Form R.

. Overlooking threshold activities once one of the thresholds is exceeded. Once one of the thresholds (i.e.,
manufacturing, processing, and otherwise use) for a toxic chemical is exceeded, releases and other waste management
activities for that chemical are reportable for all non-exempt activities and sources. For example, a facility exceeds the
manufacturing activity threshold for a toxic chemical thereby requiring the facility to report for that chemical. For this
chemical the facility also performs non-exempt processing and otherwise use activities. However, the facility does not
exceed thresholds for processing or otherwise use for this chemical. The facility must still report releases and other
‘waste management activities associated with the processing and otherwise use activities for this chemical. In fact,
storage, in itself, is not a threshold activity, but because the facility exceeded a chemical activity threshold elsewhere at
the facility, any releases for this chemical from storage would also be reportable.

. Failing to understand the scope of the exemptions. The regulations provide that in certain circumstances a particular
quantity of a toxic chemical may be eligible for an exemption. For example, the regulations provide for a laboratory
exemption, an articles exemption, a personal use exemption, and others. If you are ot familiar with the exemptions, EPA
strongly encourages you to visit the "More on Exemptions” guidance contained in the Assistance Library before taking any
of the exemptions.

. Not taking advantage of the guidance provided by the TRI Program. EPA has developed a selection of guidance
documents, some of which generally address the reporting requirements, and others, which are industry-specific or
chemical-specific. The guidance documents are available here.

Failing to distinguish between metals and metal category compounds. A number of chemical compound categories are
subject to reporting (e.g., copper compounds). When reporting for one of these chemical categories, all individual
members of a category that are manufactured, processed, or otherwise used must be counted. Further, the parent metal

TRIAL (e.g., coppen) i listed separately from the category (e.g., copper compounds). Individually listed toxic chemicals are
Reporm subject to their own, individual threshold screenings. Therefore, the chemical activity threshold screenings
nd Instructions manufacturing, processing, and otherwise use are performed separately for the metal and the metal category compound.

However, if your facility exceeds thresholds for both the parent metal and compounds of the same metal, EPA allows you
to file one combined report (e.g., one report for copper compounds, including copper) because the release information
‘you will report in connection with metal category compounds will be the total pounds of the parent metal released. If
file one combined report, you should put the name of the metal category compound on the Form R.

. Overlooking threshold activities once one of the thresholds is exceeded. Once one of the thresholds (i.e.,
manufacturing, processing, and otherwise use) for a toxic chemical is exceeded, releases and other waste management
activities for that chemical are reportable for all non-exempt activities and sources. For example, a facility exceeds the
manufacturing activity threshold for a toxic chemical thereby requiring the facility to report for that chemical. For this
chemical the facility also performs non-exempt processing and otherwise use activities. However, the facility does not
exceed thresholds for processing or otherwise use for this chemical. The facility must still report releases and other
‘waste management activities associated with the processing and otherwise use activities for this chemical. In fact,
storage, in itself, is not a threshold activity, but because the facility exceeded a chemical activity threshold elsewhere at
the facility, any releases for this chemical from storage would also be reportable.

. Failing to understand the scope of the exemptions. The regulations provide that in certain circumstances a particular
quantity of a toxic chemical may be eligible for an exemption. For example, the regulations provide for a laboratory
exemption, an articles exemption, a personal use exemption, and others. If you are ot familiar with the exemptions, EPA
strongly encourages you to visit the "More on Exemptions” guidance contained in the Assistance Library before taking any
of the exemption:
