“As the GLRI came along, the … what was it… the Great 
Lakes Action Committee, or Group, that group – as that 
got going, especially in the upper Midwest, re-energized 
the RAP process.” (Local agency representative)

I think it was a turning point for the Great Lakes in general. 
For our particular AOC, yes, in some ways, not so much in 
others. We, we’d made a lot of progress here before the GLRI 
was passed…the GLRI has, has provided some money that has 
helped to sustain the state’s support for the Remedial Action 
Plan. So now we have again staff from DNR, where we didn’t 
for a while. (PAC representative)

• Attracting younger people

• Lack of community 
awareness
