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The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA), Region 5, provides this notice that it 
proposes to issue an order assessing a penalty against Forest Lake Contracting, Inc. (Respondent) 
which alleged it discharged pollutants into approximately 1.22 acres of wetlands into Aquatore 
Park, in violation of sections 301 and 404 of the Clean Water Act. The Aquatore Park site is 
southeast of the intersection of Clover Leaf Parkway N.E. and Lincoln Street N .E. in Anoka 
County, Minnesota. The Consent Agreement and Final Order (CAFO) proposes a civil penalty 
of $2,500. The alleged violations are of environmental significance because the stream side 
wetlands at the Aquatore site serve to filter surface and ground waters before they reach adjacent 
Springbrook Creek (also known as County Ditch 17) and provide critical habitat and flood 
storage.

Any person who wishes to comment on proposed civil 
penalty may submit written comments, may attend or present evidence at any hearing scheduled 
on this action, or both, by following the procedures in Title 40 of the Code of Federal 
Regulations, Part 22, Section 45 (40 C.F.R. § 22.45), particularly subpart (C) comment by a 
person who is not a party.
