I. The parties enter into this Clean Air Act Mobile Source Expedited Settlement Agreement (Agreeme nt) in 
order to settle the civil v iolations discovered as a result of the inspection(s) specified in Table I, attached, 
and incorporated into this Agreement by reference. The civil v iolations that are the subject of this 
Agreement are described in Table 2, attached, incorporated into the Agreement by reference, regarding 
the vehicles/engines specified therein . 

2. Respondent admits to being subject to the Clean Air Act (CAA) and its associated regulations and that the 
United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has jurisdiction over the Respondent and the 
Respondent's conduct described in Table 2. Respondent does not contest the findings detailed therein, and 
waives any objections Respondent may have to the EPA' s j urisd iction. 

3. Respondent consents to the payment ofa penalty in the amount of$8,400, further described in Table 3, 
attached, incorporated into this Agreement by reference. Respondent agrees to follow the instructions in 
"CAA Mobile Source Exped ited Settlement Agreement Instructions," attached, incorporated into this 
Agreement by reference. Respondent certifies that the required remediation, detailed in Table 3, has been 
carried out. 

4. By its fi rst signature below, the EPA approves the findings resulting from the inspection and al leged 
violations set forth in Table 1 and Table 2. Upon signing and returning this Agreement to the EPA, 
Respondent consents to the terms ofthis Agreement without fu rther notice. Respondent acknowledges 
that this Agreement is binding on the parties signing below, and becomes effective on the date of the EPA 
Air Enfo rcement Division Director's ratifying signature.

The 108 Scooters (S u~jcct Scooters) im po11ed by Value Group dba SSR Motorsports (Value Group) on April 15. 2015. and 
descr ibed bclm, were fou nd to have catalysts that were mate rially d ifferent from the cata lyst design s pecified in the 
applicatio n for Ce11ificate ofConform ity (COC). Speci fically. the ratio of precious metals in the tested sample differed 
s ignificantly from the certified design: because em ission control is di rectly a ffected by the catalyst·s precio us metal 
composition. this represented a materia l ditlcrencc from the certified design. A COC covers only those vehicles that 
conform in all material n~s pects to the \'Chicle tested for that COC and a ll other specifications in the application for a COC. 
Thus. Value Group has imported the Su~ject S<:ooters in v io lation o f CAA* 203(a)( I). -12 U.S.C. ~ 75<-1 7(d). which prohibits 
:my person from importi ng any motor vehicle unle ss such vehicle is covered by a val id €0-. a nd the implement ing 
regulations. COG
