Cats: Types of Cancer by Age Bin Over 55% of U.S. households own a pet dog or cat. Not only can 
these animals directly benefit their owners’ health and well-being, 
but because they o�en share their owners’ living spaces and have 
accelerated life spans, pets can also be important indicators of 
human exposure to chemicals and their poten�al health linkages.

The main objec�ves of this crowd sourcing project are: 
1) to assess trends in pet diseases and health issues in and around

residen�al se�ngs and
2) iden�fy spa�al pa�erns or “hot spots” across the U.S.

The collected pet health data will be put into EnviroAtlas, a publicly 
available web mapping applica�on, where ci�zen scien�sts will be 
able to view pet health informa�on by specified areas, such as zip 
codes or states, in order to learn about emerging pet health issues in 
those geographic areas, and any correspondence with human health 
issues.

Summary  At present, there are roughly 400 ecosystem service data layers available in the 
EnviroAtlas mapping applica�on that could be usedto inves�gate the rela�onships 
between pet health, human health, and the environment.  For example, lack of access to 
well shaded roads and sidewalks for exercise may exacerbate the issue of increasing 
weight in both people and their pets. Using data from the Pet Health Survey, researchers 
can corroborate human health trends with pet health trends in the same loca�ons.
