universe ofregula1ed entities and its details. This is generally noted in the TSCA CMS; however. it may 110 1 

always be possible to have this detai led universe infonnation for a ll programs such as the lead-based paint RRP. 
The universe for the lead-based paint RRP can be best characterized as a transient. unpermittecl universe 
comprised mainly of small bus inesses. The universe is constantly changing making it virtually impossible to track 
at any point in time. An effective targeting strategy for a universe of this nature is to identify "areas of concern" 
then identify potential lead-based paint RRP businesses operating within that area.
