Consumers and 

businesses can also use the updated Rebate Finder to see which WaterSense 

partners ofer incentives for water-efcient fxtures, or use the Find a Pro tool 

to locate an irrigation professional certifed by a WaterSense labeled program in 

their area. 

Draft Soil Moisture Sensor Specifcation Release 
In development since 2013, EPA released the WaterSense Draft Specifcation for 

Soil Moisture-Based Irrigation Control Technologies. Also known as soil moisture 

sensors (SMSs), these technologies can detect the amount of moisture in the 

ground beneath the landscape and override scheduled irrigation when plants don’t

New Spanish Website and Tools
