
 
 

Virtual Online Hearing and Extended Public Comment Period  
Regarding Republic Services’ Request for two Class I 

Underground Injection Well Permits  
Newton County, IN  

 
The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency is proposing to issue two Underground Injection 
Control (UIC) permits to Republic Services for two proposed Class I non-hazardous 
underground injection wells located within the Newton County Landfill, in Brook, IN.  If 
approved, the permits would allow the company to construct and operate two Class I 
underground injection wells for the injection of non-hazardous fluids for deep underground 
disposal.  Due to significant public interest in these Class I permits, EPA will be conducting a 
virtual (online) public hearing, in two sessions.

During the first hour of each session, there will be a virtual public meeting; EPA representatives 
will give a brief presentation and answer questions. During the 90-minute virtual hearing that 
follows, you may comment orally on the draft permit; EPA will listen but will not respond to 
comments. EPA has extended the original deadline of December 21, 2020, for public comments 
to three days after the virtual public hearing. The extended public comment period ends three 
days after the public hearing at midnight of April 10.  EPA will later issue a written Response to 
Comments addressing significant comments received during the extended draft permit comment 
period.
