Requirements  



Overview of AIM Act Subsection (h) – 
Management of Regulated Substances
• Subsection (h) of the AIM Act provides EPA 

authority to promulgate certain regulations for 
the purposes of maximizing, reclaiming, and 
minimizing releases of hydrofluorocarbons 
(HFCs) from equipment and ensuring the 
safety of technicians and consumers.

• EPA can also consider opportunities for 
increasing the reclaiming of regulated 
substances used as refrigerants.

• Final Emissions Reduction and Reclamation 
rule published Oct 11, 2024 (89 FR 82682).
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ER&R Final Rule – Overview

• Leak repair requirements for certain appliances using HFCs and certain substitute refrigerants.
• Installation and use of automatic leak detection (ALD) systems.
• Standard for reclaimed HFC refrigerants.
• Reclaimed HFCs for servicing and/or repair in certain refrigeration, air conditioning, and heat 

pump (RACHP) subsectors.
• Recycled HFC fire suppressants for initial installation and servicing and/or repair of fire 

suppression equipment.
• Provisions for equipment in the fire suppression sector, including technician training.
• Removal of HFCs from certain disposable cylinders prior to discarding them.
• Associated recordkeeping, reporting, and labeling requirements.

EPA also finalized alternative recycling criteria for ignitable used refrigerants, including some 
HFCs and their substitutes, under the authority of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act 
(RCRA).
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Leak Repair
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• Compliance Date: January 1, 2026.
• Certain refrigerant-containing appliances (“appliance”) with a full 

charge of 15 pounds or more of refrigerant that contains an HFC 
or a substitute for an HFC with a global warming potential (GWP) 
greater than 53.

• Applicable leak rate thresholds.
• Required recordkeeping and reporting for certain provisions.

Leak Repair (Cont.)
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• The ER&R leak repair requirements are similar to the long-standing CAA section 
608 requirements for ozone-depleting substances (ODS), with certain notable 
differences.

AIM Act subsection (h) CAA section 608
Applicability

Refrigerant-containing appliances (“appliance”) with a full 
charge of 15 pounds or more of refrigerant that contains an 
HFC or a substitute for an HFC with a GWP greater than 53.

Appliances with a full charge of 50 pounds or more of any 
ODS refrigerant or blend containing an ODS used as a 
refrigerant.

Refrigerant-containing appliances in the residential and 
light commercial air conditioning and heat pumps subsector 
are exempt from the leak repair requirements.

No exemptions for appliances with a charge size of 50 
pounds or more of an applicable refrigerant.

Requirements do not apply to appliances containing solely 
an ODS as a refrigerant.

Requirements do not apply to appliances containing solely 
substitute refrigerants (e.g., HFCs).

Automatic Leak Detection Systems
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• Required installation and use of ALD systems on industrial process refrigeration 
(IPR) and commercial refrigeration appliances with 1,500 pounds or more of a 
refrigerant that contains an HFC or a substitute for an HFC with a GWP above 53.

• Allows for either a direct or indirect ALD system, as long as the system meets 
applicable requirements (e.g., detection levels).

• Required recordkeeping (e.g., annual ALD system audit and calibration).
• Compliance dates:

• January 1, 2026, for new appliances (either during installation or within 30 days of 
installation).

• January 1, 2027, for existing appliances installed on or after January 1, 2017, and before 
January 1, 2026.

Reclamation
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Refrigerants containing HFCs recovered from stationary refrigerant-
containing equipment may not be sold/transferred to a new owner unless:

•

• The recovered HFC is first reclaimed, or
• Sold or transferred for the purpose of being reclaimed or destroyed.

As of January 1, 2026, refrigerant being sold, identified, or reported as 
reclaimed may not contain more than 15 percent virgin HFCs, by weight.

•

• The limit does not apply to virgin substitutes for HFCs (e.g., HFOs, CO2, etc.) that may be 
neat or in a refrigerant blend.

• Under RCRA authority, EPA established alternative recycling criteria for 
ignitable used refrigerants.

Refer to 40 CFR 84.104, 40 CFR 84.112, and 40 CFR part 266 subpart Q for complete details
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Reclamation

• Containers of reclaimed HFC refrigerants 
must be labeled to certify the contents do
not exceed the limit on virgin HFCs.

• Associated records must be kept for three years.

• Beginning January 1, 2029, reclaimed 
HFCs must be used for servicing and/or 
repair of certain equipment in these 
subsectors:

• Supermarket systems;
• Refrigerated transport;
• Automatic commercial ice makers.

The contents of this container 
do not exceed the limit of 15 
percent, by weight, of virgin 
regulated substance per 40 
CFR 84.112(a)

Fire Suppression
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• Use of recycled HFC fire suppressants
• As of January 1, 2026, servicing and/or repair of fire suppression equipment 

must be done with recycled HFCs.
• Beginning January 1, 2030, the initial installation of fire suppression equipment 

must be done with recycled HFCs.
• Other requirements include:

• As of January 1, 2026, 
• Technicians must minimize release of HFCs during the servicing, repair, disposal, and/or 

installation of fire suppression equipment that contains HFCs.
• HFCs must be recycled prior to the disposal of fire suppression equipment containing HFCs.
• Companies are required to keep records.

• By June 1, 2026, or within 30 days of hiring, whichever is later, fire suppression 
technicians must complete required training.

• Beginning in 2027, report annually by February 14th of each year.

Summary of Certain Requirements
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Leak Repair
January 1, 2026
• Covers appliances containing 

15 pounds or more of a 
refrigerant that contains an 
HFC or a substitute for an HFC 
with a GWP above 53.

• Reporting required as 
applicable during the leak 
repair process.

• Chronic leak reports due by 
March 1 of the subsequent 
year an appliance leaks 
>125% of its full charge.

Reclamation
January 1, 2026
• Reclaimed HFC refrigerants can 

contain no more than 15%, by 
weight, virgin HFCs.

February 14, 2027 and 2028
• Two-time reporting on sale and 

distribution of reclaimed HFCs.

January 1, 2029
• Service/repair must be done with 

reclaimed HFCs (where HFCs are 
used) in certain subsectors.

Fire Suppression
January 1, 2026
• Service/repair must be 

done with recycled HFCs 
(where HFCs are used). 

January 1, 2030
• Initial installation must be 

done with recycled HFCs 
(where HFCs are used).

February 14, 2027
• Reporting of certain HFC 

fires suppression data.

Specifics for Filling out the Leak, Reclamation, and Fire Suppression Reporting 
Forms
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Leak Repair Reporting
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• Owners or operators may be required to submit the following reports to EPA:
• Extension requests for leak repair;
• Requests for relief from the obligation to retrofit or retire;
• Extension requests for more time to complete a retrofit or retirement plan;
• Chronic leak reports for appliances that leak more than 125% in a calendar year;
• Notification to EPA regarding purged refrigerants.

• Each type of request, report, or notification must be signed by an authorized 
company official.

Leak Reporting – Who Must Report?
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• Owners or operators of appliances that meet the refrigerant type and 
charge size requirements under the ER&R rule and/or regulations under 
CAA section 608 are responsible for reporting to EPA.

• Reports are submitted to EPA based on the following criteria:

Owners or operators must submit reports via 
EPA’s Reporting Platform (HAWK).

Owners or operators must submit reports via 
EPA’s Reporting Platform, via email at 
608reports@epa.gov, or by mail if the report 
contains confidential business information (CBI).

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• Two-time reporting requirement for reclaimers, distributors, and 
wholesalers of reclaimed refrigerants that contain HFCs to report on the 
amounts and types of reclaimed HFCs sold for servicing and/or repair of 
equipment in the three covered subsectors.

• Due February 14, 2027, covering calendar year 2026,
• Due February 14, 2028, covering calendar year 2027.

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Fire Suppression Reporting Example Scenario
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• There is a discharge of an HFC fire suppression system and the fire equipment 
distributor who is responsible for maintaining the fire suppression system at the 
location of the discharge contracts with a recycler to perform the recharge.

• Question:
• Do both the recycler and the distributor have to report this same event under 40 CFR 

84.110(g)?
• Response: 

• For actual reporting event, it would depend on who is performing the function of first fill, 
servicing, and/or recycling.

• In this case, the recycler is the entity performing the recharge, so the recycler should report 
this event.

• Both distributors and recyclers would be responsible for other reporting requirements (e.g., 
inventory).
