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COVID-19 outbreak, regulations were not updated as planned during Permit Year 2. 

SWPPPs - The Town has no standalone maintenance garage, transfer station or other waste handling facility.  
The Town's Highway Garage is located within the urbanized area, however, has no closed drainage system 
with runoff sheet flowing into wooded areas. Based on the Highway Garage's location, surrounding land uses 
and slopes, it has been determined that this facility will not discharge to the Town's MS4 or a Waterbody of 
the United States under any conditions. Should future evaluation determine that any facilities drain to the 
MS4, the Town will prepare a SWPPP as required by the 2017 MS4 Permit.

Additional flyers were made available at 
the town hall, however, these flyers have been unavailable for approximately 6 months due to COVID-19 
requiring many public buildings to be closed to the public.

Earth Day Cleanup program - due to COVID-19, the formal Earth Day Cleanup program was not held during 
this permit year. However, an informal roadside cleanup was held by resident volunteers during which 56 
bags have been collected through the end of June.

Public Education and Participation - Flyers were made available at the town hall, however, these flyers have 
been unavailable for approximately 6 months due to COVID-19 requiring many public buildings to be closed 
to the public. Only one HHW event was held this year; the Spring 2020 event was canceled due to COVID-19 
social distancing requirements. The annual spring Earth Day Cleanup event was also canceled for the same 
reason. Lastly, the school educational program was not held this year as schools were closed due to 
COVID-19 and distance learning was focused on state-mandated educational topics.   

IDDE Training - training was not performed during this permit year due to COVID-19 social distancing 
requirements and limited staff availability.
