 America’s Children and the Environment (ACE) is a set of environmental and health
indicators singularly focused on children and women of childbearing age designed to
help policymakers and children’s health experts track progress and challenges for this

essential mission.
* Under the Make America Health Again initiative, ACE aims to expand its tools and
communication products to:
e better track the environmental threats to the nation’s children,
* inform and educate parents, caregivers, and the public, and

e quantify results of EPA actions to provide clean air, water, and land for America’s
children.
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Approach

e ACE has three main suites of children environmental health indicators:

* Environments and Contaminants: trends related to air pollutants, drinking water
contamination, and chemicals in food.

* Biomonitoring: tracks exposure levels of key pollutants such as lead, mercury, and
organics to children and women of childbearing age

* Health: tracks trends in childhood cancer, adverse birth outcomes, respiratory
diseases, and other health related topics.

* ACE uses regularly updated, national-level data from EPA, HHS/CDC, USDA, HUD and
others to produce data insights that are statistically significant and relevant to EPA’s
mission.
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EPA's America's Children and the Environment
brings together information from a variety of
sources to provide national trends and data on
the environment and children's health.
