Dartmouth's NOI listed receiving waters based on the water quality limited waters within the Town's
urbanized area that were included in the 2014 303(d) List. The Town has evaluated changes to the
impairments and/or receiving waters based on the final 2016 303(d) List and enclosed the comparison herein.
The enclosed document will be included in the Town's SWMP.

During Permit Year 2, the Town has modified its outfall mapping due to outfall investigation field work. 16
new outfalls were added to the MS4 which added an Isolated Wetland off a Seabreeze Drive to the Town's list
of receiving waters, but did not add any impairments/TMDLs listed in the NOI. 29 outfalls were removed
from the MS4 because they were discovered to be a culvert end or BMP structure, which removed the
receiving water Isolated Wetland off of Songbird Drive and Isolated Wetland off of Mocking Bird Path but
did not change any impairments/TMDLs listed in the NOI. The outfall inventory has been updated from 320
to 307 outfalls to reflect recent mapping efforts.

Dartmouth has increased street sweeping frequency of all municipal owned streets and parking lots to two
times per year and the Town has established an impervious, covered area where all street sweeping and catch
basin debris is stored.

Dartmouth completed a majority of the catch basin cleaning in Permit Year 2 but the remaining catch basin
cleaning was completed in the beginning of Permit Year 3. All catch basins were cleaned by July 16, 2020.

Dartmouth completed additional dry weather screening of outfalls and interconnections at the end of Permit
Year 2. The data included in the annual report from this permit year should be considered draft as it is being
finalized by the Town's stormwater consultant. The Town continues to implement its IDDE Program and
complete dry weather outfall screening in accordance with the General Permit schedule.

However, due to the delay of
the MassDEP Stormwater Handbook update and in accordance with the revised schedule in the proposed
General Permit modifications, the Town's draft Regulations will be reviewed and updated as needed for
consistency with the revised General Permit requirements in Permit Year 3.

The Town planned an in person training for applicable staff on the IDDE Program during Permit Year 2 but
was delayed because of COVID-19 safety concerns. The training presentation was revised and recorded to be
used on-demand without gathering. Town staff completed a virtual IDDE refresher training program on
September 10, 2020, September 11, 2020, September 14, 2020, September 15, 2020 and September 16, 2020.

The Town planned to complete SWPPPs for the Highway Facility/Transfer Station and the Water Pollution
Control Facility/DPW Offices in Permit Year 2 but COVID-19 safety concerns delayed site inspections until
June 25th, 2020. Final review and certification are planned for Permit Year 3.
