The Duxbury Bay (MA94-15) was a Category 5 waterbody in the 2014 List of Integrated Waters; in the 
recently released 2016 List of Integrated Waters, Duxbury Bay was updated to a Category 4a waterbody; a 
TMDL for fecal coliform was completed (EPA TMDL No. 61735). 
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Due to the Covid-19 pandemic, the school program had to go virtual. Environmental Educator Brian Taylor 
created videos on the school program content that teachers used with their students. The teachers also had the 
Watershed Jeopardy game to play with the students. All of the teachers were also given a packet of 
supplemental materials to go with the program.
