Erosion and Sediment Control contractor and builder training was started in January of 2020. This training
was held in person until Covid protocols required electronic, email changes. These trainings consisted of a
PowerPoint presentation showcasing proper erosion controls on construction sites and examples of good and
bad sites from properties in Lexington. This program is focused on sites below one acre of disturbance but still
requires all applicants that want to pull a trench permit to complete this training. This program also
implemented written warning notices to construction sites that did not meet our requirements for erosion
controls. 13 notices were handed out this permit term and all sites have come back into compliance.
