The Town of Raynham built a new salt shed at the Highway Department on 1555 King Philip Street to
properly store salt in a dry, enclosed space.
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The Town is looking into purchasing land at 46 Mill Street that received discharge from catch basins along
Mill Street. When purchased, the Town is planning on installing a stormwater BMP on site.

A culvert along Mill Street is currently being redesigned and will be replaced with a 12-foot bridge that has
catch basins.
